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Code of ethics for students and specialized assistants in clinical environments
Students and specialist assistants in clinical environments:

[J In dealing with patients, besides physical health, they consider other aspects of the patient's health,
such as the mental dimension (including possible worries), the social dimension (including family and

friendly relations) and the spiritual dimension (religious beliefs and behaviors) of the patients.

[ According to medical ethics, they avoid using any kind of tobacco, narcotic drugs, psychotropic

substances
and alcoholic beverages in clinical environments, hospitals and other environments.

) In order to provide better health services to their patients and to answer their questions properly and
clearly, they use the maximum possible effort and study, and work continuously to acquire the latest

knowledge and improve the required professional skills.

) They refuse to propose or establish any personal emotional relationship (contact, connection) with the

patients under their treatment and their companions.

[ In referring patients to other physicians or Para clinical institutions, they prioritize the patient's medical
benefits and interests in accordance with accepted scientific standards and their socio-economic

conditions.

[J While studying the report of the previous work shifts, at the beginning of the shift, before the end of
their shift, they ensure the correct transfer of responsibility for the care of patients who need to receive

diagnostic-therapeutic services to colleagues and students of the next shift.

[J In order to observe justice in the provision of services, they do not discriminate between patients and
avoid actions such as delaying appointments, not respecting patients' appointments or any discriminatory

treatment.
[J In all stages of diagnosis and treatment, they provide the patients with the information they need.

1 They respect the patient's language, ethnicity, culture, beliefs and religious beliefs in providing medical

Services.

1 They respect the opinion of patients in freely and consciously choosing the therapist and diagnostic-

therapeutic and scientific methods.

[J They respect the patient's right to the confidentiality of all their information, including personal or

public information that is collected in any form, in different stages of diagnosis and treatment.

[J In addition to preserving the human dignity of patients during their lifetime, they respect the deceased
person and refrains from any action that is traditionally considered as desecration of the dead (actions

such as taking photos and videos of corpses, etc.).




1 They respect the rights of other students (regardless of their positions), other colleagues and members
of the therapy group, especially professors and veterans at all levels, and observe the utmost courtesy in

their interactions with them.

[ In choosing and observing the professional clothing, in addition to complying with the general
regulations of the country, they choose a clothing that preserves the professional dignity of medicine
student in order to strengthen respect for the medical community, peace and trust in the recipients of

medical services.

[J In the environments providing medical services, they avoid unconventional make-up and ornaments,
and in order to maintain the health of patients in the best way, they maintain personal hygiene in various

dimensions (including cleaning and trimming nails, not planting and sticking artificial nails, etc.).

) They refrain from arguing and tension with patients or their companions. blame and criticism about

the disease is not permissible.

[ They observe politeness, respect, modesty and chastity in interaction with patients, colleagues and

other students, especially in front of the opposite sex.

[J They execute the assigned tasks and logical and legal requests of professors and senior assistants in a

timely and correct manner.

[J In order to maintain cohesion in the therapy group, they strengthen the spirit of cooperation, patience

and criticism and refrain from creating tension and directly reminding colleagues in case of mistakes.

[J Students avoid incurring additional costs and wasting resources when using consumable items.
